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A resilient San Francisco  
Today marks the 114th anniversary of the 1906 earthquake. At 5:12 AM, the great
earthquake sent tremors throughout the Bay Area. Shaking lasted up to a minute and the
quake was felt from Oregon to Nevada to Los Angeles.
 
In San Francisco, we know the importance of being prepared for the unexpected, taking
care of our community, and when it’s safe, coming together to rebuild. Recognizing the
anniversary of the 1906 earthquake while we shelter in place during a global pandemic
underscores the importance of being prepared and ensuring our communities are resilient
to whatever emergency or disaster we must overcome together. The Waterfront Resilience
Program stands with San Franciscans and the Bay Area as we all summon the courage to
make our way through this crisis.

The Ferry Building survived the 1906 earthquake and the following fire thanks
to firefighters using water from the Bay (left). Today the Ferry Building and
waterfront attract over 24 million people every year (right).

Virtual field trips in Mission
Creek with 826 Valencia
Last month, the Port partnered with 826
Valencia's Mission Bay Center to host the
Program's first ever virtual waterfront
resilience field trip to Mission Creek. Huge
thanks to the 826 team for making the
field trip possible and to all the students
that participated!

As part of the virtual field trip, students responded to a writing prompt asking them to
imagine the future Mission Creek and Mission Bay neighborhoods in the year 2100. Check
out their written reflections below!

"One day I went outside to walk and I found a key to
a time machine. The key was the shape of a dog. I
unlocked the door... which led me to the future in the
year 2120. The water level [was] very high. There
were bridges that let you go from building to building
because the ground was flooded. The world climate
is very hot so everyone is wearing t-shirts and
shorts."
